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1: Mount each adjustable mounting bar to one side of the junction box (mounts to any side of the housing depending on the
orientation of the channel) and secure them with the mounting brackets and two Phillips screws provided.

NOTE: The adjustable mounting bars mount to studs that are spaced 14.5" to 25" apart.

NOTE: Ensure the opening of the junction box is aligned with the center fo the desired fixture location. If necessary, adjust the
junction box location by loosening the screws and sliding the junction box to the proper location.
